Ahna Kotila in Economics or Tamara Sollinger in Political Science,

are eligible for financial aid, as determined by the University of Washington Financial
Aid Office.

Applications for the Agnes C. Nelson Scholarship are due May 8th, 2015. Your application
packet must include the following:

unofficial transcripts from all college work (an unofficial UW transcript can be printed
from your MyUW page). Transcripts from other institutions can be obtained from your
advising file, which is kept in your major department),

a 500-word essay (approximately 2 pages, double spaced) in which you examine the
interrelations between political processes and economic decisions.

The selection committee, consisting of Chairpersons of the Department of Economics and
Political Science, and the Divisional Dean for the Social Sciences, College of Arts & Sciences,
will review your application and make their decisions based on evaluation of your merit and

need.
